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Abstrakt:

Historie spolecné slovenské a ceské vojenské zemépisné sluzby sahd jiz do
prvnich dnii po vzniku Ceskoslovenska, kdy bylo potieba dohodnout a ndsledné
vytycit hranici nového statu. Jeho budovani pak vedlo k mnoha zemémericskym
pracem, budovani narodni trigonometrické sité, snaze o plosné zabezpeceni
mapovych podkladii vybavenych souradnou siti atd.

Tyto aktivity byly preruseny v obdobi let 1938-1945, kdy byly vSechny prace
podrizeny vilecnym pozadavkim. Byl mimo jiné vytvoren slovensky Vojensky
zemépisného ustav, doslo transformaci Cs. geodetickych zdkladii do systému
DHG a bylo zahdjeno pouzivani Gauss-Krugerova zobrazeni.

Hlavnim ukolem v padesatych letech bylo souvislé pokryti vzemi republiky
topografickymi mapami v méritku 1:25 000, které byly doplnény odvozenymi
meritky do 1:1 000 000. Zaroven se ukdzalo, Ze narodni trigonometrické sité
Jjsou naprosto nevhodné k obrané a mezinarodni spoluprdci a byly zahdjeny
prdce na prechodu k jednotnému mezinarodnimu systému. To vedlo ke vzniku
VIOPU a VKU jako samostatnych organizaci. Velky diwaz byl kladen na
zdasobovani a jeho zabezpeceni cestou centralnich a vojskovych skladii map.

V roce 1960 se sluzba prejmenovala na Topografickou sluzbu a zvySend
potreba primého topografického zabezpeceni vedla k vytvoreni slozek na vsech
stupnich veleni, pokryvajicich poZadavky od zasobovini mapami a
reprografickych praci 'k topogeodetickému pripojeni. Toto obdobi je
charakterizovano rychlym technologickym vyvojem ve vsech oblastech,
zvySenym vyuzivanim fotogrametrie, zavedenim vypocetni techniky a druzicové
geodézie. Objem vyzkumné a vyvojové cinnosti vedl nakonec ke vzniku
samostatného vyzkumného organu VS 090 v roce 1972.

Poslednim velkym spolecnym projektem pred rozdelenim ceskoslovenska byla
merici kampan GPS s cilem pripravit podminky pro pripojent vizemi do systému
WGS.

Nasleduje vlastni rozdéleni a s tim souvisejici prdace na delimitaci materialu,
technologii a podkladii. Nadstandardni vztahy mezi obéma nové vzniklymi
sluzbami umoznily, Ze i tento ndrocny ukol byl beze zbytku splnén.



Abstract:

History of Slovak and Czech military geographic service dates back to very
beginning of independent Czechoslovak republic. The main task was to prepare
map sources for the peace negotiations and national border demarcation,
building of national trigonometric network, effort to ensure coverage with maps
equipped with coordinate grid and other.

These activities were interrupted in period 1939-1945, when all effort was
dedicated to war needs. The Slovak Military Geographic Institute was founded,
Czechoslovak geodetic network was transformed into German DHG system and
using Gauss-Kruger projection started.

Essential after the War was to cover whole territory with topographic maps in
scale 1:25 000, enhanced by other scales until 1:1 000 000. Meanwhile became
apparent the fact, that national trigonometric networks are useless for defense
and international cooperation and convergence to unified international system
started as well. Al these factors triggered decision to establish Military
Topographic Institute and Military Cartographic Institute as separate bodies.
Big portion of work became map supply through central and unit’s map
deposits.

In 1960 was service renamed to Topographic Service and increased need for
direct topographic support lead to building geo elements at all commands
levels, covering requests from map supply and reprography to topo-geodetic
connection. This period is characterized by fast development in all areas,
increase in use of imagery, computers and satellite geodesy. Due to large
volume of D&R programs, the Research Centre 090 in was founded in 1972.

Last large project before split of Czechoslovakia was GPS campaign preparing
conditions for introduction of WGS on territory. It was followed by split itself
and delimitation of work and material, technologies and sources. Very good
relations between both newly created services enabled, that even these difficult
tasks have been successfully fullfilled.
